Key Results of the Implemented Activities
While the report is prepared besides the evaluation of 2012-2013 period, the comparitive evaluation of three years between 2010-2013 is done. The cross evaluation of the last three years data is very remarkable to see the concrete results of the activities done. 
These evaluations were effective for us to see the positive concrete results of the house visits and other awareness creating activities. It is clear once again that awareness activities on gender are the most efficient when the activities are done by individual contacts. With the individual contact it is possible to detect the woman's situation, to create awareness and sensitivity on gender based role, to share information on the institutions and organizations women can get support in case of demand of rights at the same time. The numbers are more significant when concrete results are achieved. Awareness women experience creates an important demand; due to the specifications of these demands, quality of services change and increase. 
Knowing that each woman effects 10 women to create awareness and each being responsible of five children raises the importance of the efforts put in and the results achieved. 

Key points of the activities run during the program are stated below. The detailed information of the activities are mentioned in the relevant sections of the activity chart. 
-Activities on Women's Human Rights

-House visits
House visits were conducted in 23 provinces and 74 districts of these provinces in 2012-2013. 
This year 53,384 women were individually interviewed and total of 164,581 women  was reached within the three year period.
Considering a woman effects ten women (1,645,810 women) around and each woman is responsible of five children (822,905 children); the effect of these activities spread as waves.

Interviews with women were conducted in 85 districts in the second year of the program and 74 districts during last year. Total number of districts in 23 provinces is 177. Even though visiting all the districts was planned, there are 18 districts that have not been visited yet. Some provinces have more districts then others and these districts are quite far from the city centers. Such as: Erzurum has 17, Diyarbakir and Malatya each have 13, Elazig has 10 districts; where Hakkari, Igdir and Kilis each have 3  districts. The house visits in the remaining 18 districts are still going on, however was not possible to meet the deadline of the reporting period. It is scheduled that these visits will be done by the end of December. 
To finalize these visits, it is scheduled that the new program will start on 01.01.2014. It is detected that activities slow down in summer due to the reasons of weather being very hot, agricultural workers go out of the provinces, fasting and holiday season in Ramadan, staff having annual leave. Therefore, it is planned that KAMER's calendar will start at the beginning of January and will end at the end of December.
The multiflying effect mentioned above creates even more significance when the activities are carried out not only in provinces but in the districts as well.
The effects of the practices carried in the districts started to be achieved; the authorities in the districts have been contacting KAMER centers with various reasons. The last one contacted was from Mutki, district of Bitlis to ask support of Bitlis KAMER to open a women's center in the district. 
Even though the numbers by themselves do not mean much when awareness and sensitivity on gender is discussed, considering the 164,581 women interviewed live secluded lives in the disadvantaged neighborhoods, the quantity reached has considerable importance by itself. These women are interviewed in their environment most probably for the first time to express themselves, attended neighborhood meetings, started to put effort to get support when necessary. 
Within the three year program, data of house visits were analyzed both separately for each province and district as well as the total data of visits. The analysis were also distributed to the authorities entitled at the visits in 23 provinces and 159 districts. The results of the house visits created incredible awareness with the officers whose approach at the first visit was "the women in our province/district are not exposed to violence". The efforts of District Governors trying to contact KAMER is the result of this awareness. 
The form of this year used at the house visits was specially prepared to monitor the change in the early marriages. 
As is known, the results achived on the age and ratio of the early marriages at the house visits conducted in the first year created an important awareness in the country. There has been important number of  studies started on early marriages; considerable awareness and sensitivity was created. Sabanci Foundation allocated funds for Child Brides, Guler Sabanci mentioned the issue quite often.
During this year's house visits it is tried to be identified the age and ratio of the women married in the last ten years. The results achived show that the ratio of the early marriages went down rapidly. In 2011 the ratio of marriages below the age of 18 was 49.30%, in 2013 the ratio went down to 33.30%. Consequently the marriages above the age of 18 has raised.
Even though the ratio 33.30% of early marriages in the two regions KAMER working is closer to Turkey's average, it is still accepted as an important problem.

As it can be read on the below table when the last three years results are compared, the ratio of forced marriages has also went down. The forced marriages ratio of 2.20% went down to 1.60%. However, the number of women saying that they were forced to get marry is 2,943. If these women object the marriage they are forced to, the cases could turn to a murder in the name of honor in the applications we get. Even the ratios seem minimal, the results could be dramatic. Consequently, a small change as 0.60% is very important. Actually, an arranged marriage can also be considered as a forced marriage. The family decides whom the women would get marry; since the woman is scared and she is not aware that she has a right to object the marriage, she says that "i did not force into a marriage, mine was an arranged marriage". The forced marriages indicate the marriages that occur even when women object.

The ratio of women having only religious marriage going down, while the ratio of women having both official and religious marriage goes up. Considering the women do not have official marriage are victimized when the couple is separated; the result is satisfactory. 981 women were forced to marry the brother of the deceased husband (marriages with brother-in-law)

1,849 women were married as second wife (kuma; co-wife)

1,849 women were married as exchange (berdel)

9,134 disabled individuals were interviewed during three years, it was detected that 74.40% of them did not do anything to get support or could not follow up the procedures due to the lack of language; relevant authorities were informed accordingly. After getting the approval of the interviewed disabled individuals their addresses were given to the authorities. 
Monitoring practices show that most of the disabled individuals started to get support. 

Immigration: It is detected that the ratio of immigration severely decreased as 39% in 2011 to 26.30% in the years 2012 and 2013. 

Reasons for immigration: Security and blood feud reasons decreased while ratios of finding a job and marriage as the reasons of immigration have increased in years. 
Education: While the ratio of illeteracy is decreasing, the ratio of middle and highschool graduates is increased. 

Who does the house belong to: The ratio of women having real estate seems like going down. 

Income: There is no much change in income of the houses visited. The 100-500TL income ratio decreased while no income and 1001-2000TL income ratios have increased. When TUIK's poverty and starvation indicators are taken into consideration, 92% of the houses visited in three years, live with an income at either starvation level or below.

Problems and needs of neighborhood: Options water, infrastructure, hygiene and security decreased in years; while the ratios of job, poverty and other problems have raised. 
Neighborhood meetings
There were 387 neighborhood meetings in the third year of the program, where 8,100 women, 350 public officers and NGO representative attended. 
85 of these meetings were done in the district centers. Most of the NGOs do not work in districts. Consequently, house visits and neighborhood meetings conducted in districts attracted attention and had been very effective.

Number of meetings and women attended in three years is very important to show the vitality neighborhood meetings created, as well as the awareness and sensitivity experienced. Number of meetings and attendees has decreased in 2012 due to the intense conflicts took place. The raise in 2013 may be considered as the ceasefire's direct reflection to women's movement.   
Public institutions and organizations 

In 2013, 874 public institutions and organizations are visited; total of 1,748 officers, average of two officers at each visit were interviewed. There were 5,214 collaborations with these institutions and organizations to satisfy the women's demand. The number of public institutions and organizations visited and built collaborations in three years is 2,500, number of officers interviewed is (2,500 institutions * 2 officers/institution =) 5,000 officers. It is understood from the feedback of women that the collaborations built with the visits and concrete cases have created awareness and sensitivity on these officers. The support of these officers to women and women organizations are monitored when they move to different provinces of Turkey when they are appointed. Even though this situation was not foreseen at the beginning, it is very important to be the multiplier effect of the program. 
Sharing experience at national and international level
Upon the demands received from different provinces of Turkey, awareness group workshops were done in provinces of different regions; with 22 provinces, besides the 23 provinces KAMER has centers, it was posssible to work in coordination for the women in total of 45 provinces. The practices started will be continued in the first year of the new program period, these provinces will be encouraged to extend to the close by provinces.    

The collaborations with the women organizations in Germany, England, Austria and Netherlands were continued upon the support provided to the women forced to return to Turkey, left alone or being the victims of forced marriages. 

The visits to Middle East countries is postponed to 2014 due to the increased tension in Syria, Egypt and Lebanon which effected the Middle East. 

Contacts were developed with the women organizations in Jordan, Iraq, Egypt, Palestine and Lebanon at the end of 2013; the visits will be done after January 2014. The relations were developed with the support of Women Network of Open Society Institute. Open Society Foundation in Turkey will cover the cost of the travels.
Practices conducted with the disadvantaged groups experience discrimination because of their diversities. 

The cooperation with LGBT individuals living and working in challenging conditions has continued in solidarity. 

Cooperations with Romans are still going on. There will be awareness group workshops with Ankara Roman Youth Association during the new term.

The efforts to contact African Turks whose ancestors worked in the Ottoman palaces, living in the Eagean Region at the moment are still going on. 

The practices done with different groups to create gender awareness and sensitivity, provides contribution of gender balance on the activities they run on visibility, and against discrimination and violence; these practices also contribute to the mainstreaming. 

There had been an intense immegration to Turkey following the war in Syria. Camps were prepared for possible immigration. However Syrians (mostly women and children) spread all over Turkey since the number of Syrians immigrated was a lot more than what had been foreseen and conditions in the camps were inadequate. Just a few families had men accompanying them. They started working for small amount of money. Approximately 200,000 Syrian women and children who could not get a space at the camps, live either in wreck places or in inconvenient tents; they also started begging to make their living. Recently, the diseases such as chichkenpox, measles and typhoid fever started to increase. Also abuse and rape stories started to be an item of the agenda. Consequently we could not be insensitive to the situation. Initially face to face interviews were done with 200 Syrian women living on the streets in 7 provinces. The data received had evaluated. There will be practices during 2014 to make their situation and needs are heard by authorities, public and the relevant international organizations. Also KAMER's contact information was given and women were informed that they can contact KAMER centers in case they are exposed to violence.

Mother tongue of the Syrians interviewed was Arabic with a ratio of 60% and Kurdish 36%. Rest of them spoke a local language used in Syria. 

The results are;

- 82% of them did not have a job in Syria

- 68.70% of them has relatives still living in Syria

- 15% said that some of the family members are in various countries

- 51% declared that they lost relatives during the recent war.

It is detected that almost all of them are in need of humanitarian aid of food, shelter and health. Food and clothing was delt out to the very aggrieved ones. There will be continued efforts to satisfy their needs.     

-Monitoring and evaluation practices of the house visits

-Violence and murders in the name of honor 

It was detected that 10 to 15% of the women interviewed during the house visits had support demands on violence. There was no change this year as well. 12% of the women (6,450 women) visited  asked for support to combat the violence they were exposed to and KAMER provided necessary supports. The number of women either came or made phone calls to KAMER offices is 4,626.  30 of them asked for support to get off a possible murder in the name of honor. Total of 11,076 violence cases were supported during 2013. Data of 4,626 of them were written in the forms and uploaded to database for the evaluation.

18,198 women had required support to free themselves of the violence they were exposed and 225 of them survived a possible murder in the name of honor.
Data of many sources including Ministry of Family and Social Policies say that there is an increase in the violence cases. This indication is considered as a positive data on our side. The data shows that number of women whom started to combat violence they are exposed to is expansively increasing

Below table shows that only 13% of the women applied upon violence that has just started, however rest of them experiencing violence for a long time even though they had awareness on it. It is an important indicator of women started to put effort to reach the support, showing the ongoing violence is reflected to the statistics now. And it is a very good news. However, to claim the rights may cause experiencing violence again. The situation will only get better when the women are empowered. It is because the antidote of violence is empowerment.

When the data is studied comparatively, important detections can be stated as below:

-In the case of a possible murder in the name of honor, usually the victim or a relative make a phone call in advance;

-Before the case of a possible murder in the name of honor, women exposed to all types of violence more; except the economical violence.  

-Murder cases are mostly seen in religious marriages or when the woman is divorced. 
-Murder possibility is higher within the women who got a chance to education (primary- middle-high school), working outside the house, has an income for herself or woman gets alimony. 

-The number of women who had miscarriage by the violence they were exposed to and women exposed to sexual violence, is higher than the number of possible murders in the name of honor.

-There are more suicide attempts among the women who are under a threat of a possible murder in the name of honor. All this information show the oppression women is exposed to as a member of a traditional family who got a partial chance on education and started working. 

The ones above and similar detections are used to form KAMER's practices; however they are either not shared with the public or a very careful attitute is used when shared. 

These  detections or similar data may cause more difficulties in women's lives. 

As an example; women working outside may be exposed to more oppresion.   

-Monitoring and Evaluation Practices on Emergency Support Centers

There was another evaluation to measure the approach of KAMER centers to women applying to free themselves from violence or a possible murder in the name of honor. The aim was to measure where the women were directed and how they were met at those institutions. The results achived at the practice run by the project management are as below.

Next question was important to find out the environment that the woman interviewed and if the methods set were used. In fact 1.70% said that the room was noisy and 2.20% said that they were interviewed in the lounge (there are interview rooms in the centers designed specially for the application interviews). It was detected that there will be more trainings on working to combat violence methods with the women of relevant provinces. - Early chilhood 

The activities run year around and the results of the impact assesments show that practices of alternative approach to early chilhood is the most effective method to combat gender based roles and violence and discrimination based on gender. 

237 women and 261 children had attended playing together groups and 905 children participated this year's festivals. Impact assesment was done by the questionnaire prepared and with evaluation of the feedbacks. 
Some of the feedback received at the assesment practices are as below:

· I got married at the age of 13, I am playing for the first time in my life. (a mother attended playing together groups)

· I realized that in order to protect my daughter, I was isolating her. (a mother attended playing together groups)

· My mother is not doing house work as before. She does not get angry at me. She even plays with me. (child attended playing together groups)

- Women Entrepreneurship
The most significant result of women entrepreneurship is securing the sustainability of production ateliers which started with the support of SODES. Each atelier planned to encourage women employment at the start is an ongoing production atelier for the time being. 

SODES periodically supports projects targeting women's employment and the machinery is taken back at the end of the project period. Due to the efforts put in, the machinery and the equipment given to KAMER ateliers are not taken back by SODES; the ateliers are keeping their production going on.

KAMER started to build relations with the various national and international organizations working on women's employment. Collaborations built with Roman organizations are on production; with women and women organizations in Prag and Lesbos Island are on marketing. 
The Junior Achievement Club of American Collegate Institute in Izmir attended a contest in Riga, Latvia. The theme of the contest was social responsibility and ACI Junior Achievement Club presented KAMER products by their company called Shero. The relation developed is still going on and are planning to keep the company for the year of 2014.

Besides the results achieved in the field practices, KAMER has also activities to spread the results of the practices conducted; to provide contibution to awareness and sensitivity on gender; to take attention  to the problems in the implementation and to overcome these challenges. Even though the outcomes of these efforts are quite effective, it is recognized that they are not mentioned in the previous reports. It is featured in the fifth section of this year's report called "efforts to change official policies, legislation and behaviour". The highlights detected on this section are in the relevant table at the end of the report.
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
